Children can be as creative and inventive as they like. The homework will be collected in and one child from each class will win a

prize for the best designed book scene. This is an opportunity for children to display their artistic and creative talent in a fun and
innovative way.

All children will then wear their book scene on top of their normal school uniform on World Book Day. Please ensure children put
their full name, class and the title of their book at the back of their work. Please make the book scenes no bigger than A3 as

children will be wearing them all day.
